The Stem Cell Research Enhancement Act () Sponsored by Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid
(D-NV), would mandate federal funding of the typestem cell research that requires the killing|of
human embryos. This bill would overturn Presid@ush's policy that prohibits such funding.

Lutherans For Life strongly opposes this bill. @fednesday, April 11, 2007, the Senate approved|S 5

by a vote of 63 to 34. The bill was supported ByDemocrats, 2 independents, and 17 Republicdng.
was opposed by 2 Democrats and 32 Republicans. bilhehas been sent to the House |of
Representatives for further action. President Bhas vowed to veto the bill. Both Michigan
Democratic Senators, Carl Levin and Debbie Stabesapported this bill.

The House already passed a very similar bill (HRoB8)January 11, 2007 with a vote of 253-1Y4.
However, the House must vote again on the Senaseweof the legislation (S 5) before it can betgen
President Bush.
