GARDASIL: The New Vaccine 
 

Gardasil is a new vaccine which has been shown to protect against infection with four HPV types 
[6, 11, 16, and 18] which cause 70% of cervical cancer cases.  
 
The vaccine is administered through a series of three injections over a 6-month period.  Compared 
to other vaccines, Gardasil is very expensive.  The cost of each injection begins at $120, or $360 
for the series of three shots, but total costs for administration may be much higher. 
 
Gardasil does not protect against other strains of HPV responsible for 30% of cervical cancers.  For 
this reason, Gardasil will not eliminate the need for regular Pap test screening.  The vaccine does 
not protect against other sexually transmitted diseases. 
 
Side effects that have occurred are related to problems which take place when the vaccine is 
administered.  These include fever, nausea, dizziness, and pain, as well as swelling, itching, and 
redness at the injection site.  [Editor’s Note: In an article entitled “Our girls are not guinea pigs” on 
the website MacLeans.CA dated September 18, 2007, Cathy Gulli cites other reactions such as 
seizures, paralysis and even death.] 
 
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention has recommended routine vaccination of 11 and 
12 year old girls.  Some U.S. states and Canadian provinces are considering state-mandated, 
compulsory vaccination as a condition for school attendance.  A large part of the medical 
community has either directly opposed or urged caution towards mandatory vaccination for a 
number of reasons.  Current clinical trial data only exists for five years of results, meaning that 
longer-term immunity from the vaccine has not been demonstrated yet. 
[Information from Family Research Council tract entitled Gardasil: What Every Parent Should Know about the New 
HPV Vaccine] 
 
In his Breakpoint Commentary on March 19, 2007, Chuck Colson stated: “Parents ought to object to the 
moral message a mandatory HPV vaccination sends…Modern parents must protect their daughters, not 
only from teenage boys who think of little else but sex, but also against drug companies, lawmakers, 
and activist groups that want to make money, win campaigns, and teach our kids the wrong message, 
even if their intentions are well-meaning.”

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MICHIGAN STATE LEGISLATION  

Partial Birth Abortion Ban Act:  HB 4613 and SB 776  

HB 4613 was introduced by Representative Brian Palmer on April 19, 2007.  SB 776, which was 
introduced by Senator Cameron Brown on September 17, 2007, has been referred to the Senate 
Committee on Health Policy.  This legislation will make it a felony when a physician or any other 
individual performs a partial birth abortion, except to save the life of the mother, or if the mother’s 
life is “endangered by a physical disorder, physical illness, or physical injury”.  This bill will charge 
a physician or authorized staff who performs a partial birth abortion and kills a human baby while it 
is being born, with a felony punishable by imprisonment for not more than two years or a fine of not 
more than $50,000 or both. 

This legislation is to coincide with the U.S. Supreme Court ruling which upheld the partial birth 
abortion ban, Gonzales v Carhart, on April 18, 2007.  It is especially important to establish state 
statute outlawing partial birth abortion since the Legal Birth Definition Act [LBDA], which would 
effectively ban partial birth abortion in Michigan, was once again ruled unconstitutional by the 6th 
Circuit Court of Appeals on June 4, 2007.  Also, the state law would provide for more responsive 
enforcement as federal enforcement resources are overextended.

FEDERAL LEGISLATION  

Freedom of Choice Act: HR 1964 and S 1173  

Backed by the abortion industry and liberal lobbying groups, Democratic members of Congress 
have introduced legislation to eliminate any and all state or federal limitations on abortion.  

The bill [HB 1964 in the U.S. House and SB 1173 in the U.S. Senate] is titled the “Freedom of 
Choice Act” and would effectively prohibit any and all regulations or restrictions on abortion at both 
the state and federal level. Under this legislation, even state laws governing informed consent and 
parental notice would be overturned. 

The introduction of this legislation follows a series of pro-life victories, including a recent decision 
by the U.S. Supreme Court to uphold a ban on partial-birth abortions.
